US 95 Bypass Update

This is a follow-up article on the US 95 Bypass in-
formation highlighted the April-June 2015 Cougar
KITTEN.

The original article included excerpts from the
Kootenai County Metropolitan Planning Organiza-
tion (KMPO) Huetter Corridor Study that was con-
ducted in 2009.

In an interview with Glenn Miles, Executive Director
of KMPO last week, Mr. Miles stated that the efforts
to extend the Huetter bypass study south of 1-90
(through or near Cougar Gulch) was abandoned
not long after the original study was complete.

Mr. Miles did say that the goal of future traffic revi-
sion options over the next 10+ years would concen-
trate on alternative traffic flows from 1-90 near the
Rathdrum exit, north to the Silverwood area to
help alleviate traffic congestion from Highway 95.
